These functions include (but are not limited to): adhering to lawyers’ fundamental ethical obligations to clients 
and the courts; and making careful judgements sometimes in time critical and stressful situations. It will also be 
relevant to consider any behaviour which may potentially impact adversely on clients, other members of the legal 
profession, or members of the public.
